Health Care Worker Commuting Emissions

On average, health care facilities in Arkansas have
higher annual commuting emissions per employee than
in other states. Health care facilities in the state are
more often located in lower-density areas with limited
access to public transit or pedestrian infrastructure,
requiring longer trips.
